Handbook 

With over 20 years of roof vacuum 
experience, we have learned what 
works best for a profitable and 
efficient operation.  The three 
things that are most important are 
a vacuum that is in perfect operat-
ing condition, the proper vacuum 
hose set up and two properly 
trained operators.  To make sure 
your vacuum is performing prop-
erly, perform the following test: 

With no hose connected to the 
vacuum and the vacuum is in a full 
vacuum mode, the vacuum gauge 
on the blower should read below 
5” of mercury.  Anything above 
that could mean a restriction, usu-
ally caused by dirty filters.  Then 
with the vacuum still in full vac-
uum mode, place a board over the 
inlet to fully block it off.  The vac-
uum should pull 15” of mercury on 
most vacuums.  Some like the Hur-
ricane™ 755 will pull 25” to 27” of 
mercury.  If you are not getting 
these readings re-
fer to your manual 
or contact us.

Vacuum Line Set-Up 

Your vacuum either has a 4”, 5” or 6” inlet.  Most 
newer models have a 6”.  Whatever size inlet 
your vacuum has, you will use that size hose from 
the vacuum to the roof.  You will then connect to 
the same size schedule 40 PVC pipe, 10-15 feet 
in from the roof edge.  Use a hose to PVC connec-
tor to connect the hose to the pipe.  Be sure you 
tie off the vacuum line to something secure on 
the roof.  We recommend using straight end PVC 
pipe joined together on the roof by rubber cou-
plings.  This allows you to make slight bends with 
the pipe and is also the easiest way to quickly put 
PVC pipe together.  At the end of the PVC pipe we 
recommend a whip line.  When using a 6” inlet 
vacuum you will want to reduce down to a 5” 
whip line at the end of the PVC pipe.  A whip line 
should be a combination of 5” heavy duty hose, 
about 10-15 ft long, and 15-20 feet of 5” light 
weight hose coupled together with 5” coupler of 
choice.  At the end of the whip line you will attach 
either a 5” pea gravel vacuum head or a 5” bal-
last cart depending on the rock you are vacuum-
ing.  Wet vacuum heads are also an option.  For 
more information or to order supplies, please 
contact one of our Service Technicians.
